In all decisions regarding parish membership and Sacramentsl iife, the pastor exercises the final decislon and the
confidentisity of the persons lnvolved must be respected.

Parish Membership is determined by three things:
1. Being registered in the parish for a sufficient amount of time
2. Faithful and consistent participation in the liturgical life of the parish especially
on Sundays and Holy days.
3. Regular financial support of the parish. Use of offertory envelopes by parish
members is required for weekly donations

A Biblically based stewardship is part of the vision of Annunciation parish. Parishioners are

encouraged to practicing tithing and also to consider Annunciation parish in planned
giving such as trust funds, etc.

RQURICS WIHO AIC OARIILANNG O 1YC RO N SANe SOX UONS OFf SO-CAOQ SANC
sex “marriages."” as well as couples who are contracepting are asked to seek the pastor's
help in understanding the Church's teaching and in conforming their lives to the moral
teaching of the Church. Such persons cannof receive Holy Communion until their lives are
reconciled with the Church.

Parish members entering the hospital or who are home-bound should contact the pastor

or parish business office.

Prior to undergoing surgery or going under anesthesia parish members should
contact the pastor.

No eulogies or public addresses by laity are permitted during funeral services.

Cremation is permitted but not encouraged. Ashes are not permitted in the church.
Funeral services with the body of the deceased in the church must take place prior to

cremation. Ashes are to be buried according to the burial rite of the Church. Ashes cannot be
scattered or kept in homes.

Appropriate behavior and dress are required for all liturgical services. No audible
conversations, or waving across the church. Electronic devices must be turned off.
No food, candy, or gum chewing. Dress code is formal and modest for all services.

Gbe Dormition Fast

The traditional rule for the Dormition Fast is a strict abstinence
from August 1st to 14th, with the usual mitigations (wine and oil)
for Saturday and Sunday and the Feast of the Transfiguration
(August 6th). It is, therefore, observed as the Great Fast with no
meat or dairy on weekdays, Monday-Friday. The Ruthenian
Metropolia has identified this period as a penitential season,
however the observance of this fast is voluntary.

The fast is mentioned as the Autumn Fast by Leo the Great,
and it was fixed in 1166 in the reign of the Ecumenical Patriarch
Luke Chrysoberges. It may have originally been a fast before
the Holy Cross, for forty days from August 6th to September
14th. However, it is now a two-week fast before the feast of the
Dormition. It is interrupted by the feast of the Transfiguration.

Please consider dedicating this fasting period for those who
need healing or who are troubled for we lay these burdens down
at Our Mother’s feet.
